Harry also to do Champagne and Crepes signs.  Lisa M to get star labels which prices can be written on also.  John McKnight to get beer.  Julie S to put notice in parish newsletter about donations for trash & treasure stall.
All stall holders will be provided with Winners prizes and Consolation prizes.  No lollipops this year, sweets only as it’s a health and safety issue.  Sharon to buy sweets, need to get Costco card off Julie G.

Mr McCorriston has organised the children’s sports events.

Anne Marie McNabb to chase the soft play area provider, they need to deliver it Friday before.
